And finally….



 Avoid confrontation  
 Offer alternative reading material e.g. internet access, magazines that 

the children have an interest in, non fiction often appeals to boys more 
than fiction etc 

 Encourage reading at different times of the day or week 
 Buy/borrow book CDs from the library, or download, to encourage a love 

of language e.g. listen to stories on journeys, at bedtime etc 
 Share reading activities and interact with the text together e.g. work 

together on the internet to book a holiday, explore a football team 
website etc 

 Share the problem with the teacher and ask for ideas
